Working Group: Pedagogy

Requirements (revised after the Meeting on Monday, 22nd of May, 2006) 


Conclusion and recommendation :

The pedagogical working group can in general project 4 different main topics for “pedagogical scenarios” after 2007 in the context of a discussion about the SVC national platform. 

As already mentioned it will recover the “content management”, the “integration”, the “requirements” (in the meaning of technical services), and will be completed as well by services, which should be understood as a necessary added value of information policy, in the sense of “information management retrieval” (“yellow pages”). The different recommended services (see table below) are necessary to implement a broad national orientated e-learning policy, which can be coordinated by the SVC team, continuing also after 2007. These services can be seen as necessary accompanying measures to continue an area-wide e-learning integration on a high school level in Switzerland. 

The SVC-program (after 2007) should also be enhanced by a research program on the efficency,

sustainability and teaching and learning concepts of e-learning, which proves didactical and pedagogical added values in the use of blended-learning orientated concepts. Beside a discussion of technical standards and supports in the wide interest of sustainability for local e-learning projects a discussion on innovative education strategies should be also re-launched. It is also necessary, to focus on new efforts in marketing strategies for the sustainability of successfully implemented and supported SVC-projects that have been realized in the last couple of years!

eLearning and eSkills have to be mentioned on the political agenda, as well as the transformation of organisational formats, which is not avoidable in the transfer from local to national orientated services. Digital literacy is emerging as a new key competence required by workers and citizens – or as in our case by teachers and learners – for the Knowledge Society.

The organisational format recommended within the proposed services (within the proposed schedule) can be characterized as (virtual) “community orientated” and well established as a “community of practice”. According to the practice of networking conditions, every organisational structure of a service has to be discussed particularly in regards to a problem-based result and can therefore be anticipated as well as a decentralized organisational practicable solution. To work out precise workflows and organisational structures a working group should be established to define details for every implemented service.
